Spiritual Warfare.
What is it?

Why do we face it, and how shall we overcome it?

Ephesians. 6;12.

For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against
the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.

The Message Bible says.

The master has given you, well-made weapons, of the best materials, so put them to good use
so that you are able to stand up to everything that the devil throws your way.

This is no afternoon athletic contest that we'll walk away from and forget in a couple of hours.
This is for keeps, a life or death fight to the finish against the devil and all his angels.

The Scripture of Ephesians. 6;12 translated into Greek.

For we strive against and continually fight against and contest against and even make war with
those spirits that oppose us and make opposition against us and make us think that our skin has
been ripped of our flesh and we become exposed in a number of ways, but it is actually waring
spirits opposed to our soul and spirit, contending with our human frailties and passions, for it is
opposing evil spirits that we continually contend with, not human flesh and blood.

These angry spirits and opposing forces are evil spirits fallen from before the foundation of the
world and are not happy with you as Christians for taking the blood of Christ upon you.

So, because of that they are hungry to destroy your soul and summon all the spirits of darkness
every evil spirit, so as to come against the believer to try and destroy their relationship with
their God.

These evil spirits and forces are superhuman and masters of the evil empire and are working to
take control of our lives so as to influence and take authority and gain spiritual strength if they
can, because satan and his evil spirits, even demonic spirits when needed will come to cause
obscurity and doubt in God so that the evil opposing spirits can have their way with us as they
try to control our mind.

These spirits think that they are supernatural beings and are able to overcome us if they can
distill in us doubt and fear.



The opposing forces try to distill in us and make us believe, depravities of all kinds, malice, have
multiple sins, iniquity and they are more evil, than the human mind can imagine, as they are
completely against the true God.

These spirits will take every opportunity to come from anywhere, even up in the celestrials and
this will be beyond us to be clear upon or understand and their sole purpose isto shake up and
break up our relationship with the Lord so that we might be a habitation for them.

2 Corinthians. 10;3-6.
For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh;

For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of
strongholds;

Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of
God and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ.

And having in a readiness to revenge all disobedience, when your obedience is fulfilled.
The Message Bible says.

The world is unprincipled. It's a dog eat dog out there! The world does not fight fair. But we
don't live or fight our battles that way, never have and never will.

The tools of our trade are not for marketing or manipulation, but they are for demolishing that
massively corrupt culture. We use our powerful God-tools for smashing warped philosophies,
tearing down barriers erected against the truth of God, fitting every loose thought and emotion
and impulse into the structure of a life shaped by Christ.

Our tools are ready at hand for clearing the ground of every obstruction and building lives of
obedience into maturity.

The Scripture of 2 Corinthians. 10;3-6. Translated back into the original Greek.

Even though we are alive and walk at large and we walk as though in the meat of an animal,
being in the body opposed to the soul. Being as it were a symbol of what is external, even by
the human nature and passions, being in a human mind, we do not strive for or execute military
campaigns with its arduous duties and functions to contend with, strive, with carnal inclinations
to be a soldier and be prepared to go to war after what we see with our eyes, and seek after
with carnal intentions that we know are beyond our measure and denotes or shows opposition
to our spirit.

This is the body that is opposed to our soul, even the human nature and our passions being
subject to our human minds.



For the instruments or tools that we have are mighty weapons of war, even our armor, allows
us to be involved in military service in the Lord, even though it can be times of hardship and
danger, it is still warfare in the Spirit, that is not carnal or fleshly that pertains to the mind and
the natural things that we walk in, but itis all in the Lord that allows us to be powerful and
capable and strong as we realize that we are mighty men in God and have power from him that
allows all things to become possible and able in our lives.

It is only through the God that we serve, that exceeding Great God, the Supreme Deity one, are
we able to demolish, pull down, cause a destruction and a demolition of the things that oppose
the Lord, even all the stronghold of the enemy.

Even forts and castles, places that are fortified and are known to be strongholds and a military
post shall be destroyed through the authority of our God.

We need to make a decisive decision in our mind to cast out, destroy and demolish anything
and everything, even that which may be reasoning in our mind or conscience, or imaginations
of the heart or mind that we see to be exalting itself against anything and everything that

pertains to the Lord.

Any barrier, spiritual things. Even that of the natural that lifts itself up against the things of God
and takes up position of authority and power in our mind or heartin various applications, which
will be going against and touching God.

By doing this we bring into and take captive that spiritual thing that desires to bring us into
captivity and cause us not to be at liberty in the things of the Lord.

Even every thought or desire that can cause delusions, separations, lack of freedom or purpose
and bring it before the Lord in obedience, attention, compliance to everything in Jesus Christ,
the anointed one and the Messiah.

Be always prepared to hold to, and apply the things of the Lord, even warfare, and be ready
and prepared to face any opposition that will come your way, as it will come.

Be prepared to vindicate, retaliate and punish anything and everything that is not of the Lord,
so that obedience will become part of your life, and when your obedience, or compliance to,
submission to, the word of the Lord.

You will become fulfilled.



Ephesians. 6;13-19.

Wherefore take unto you the whole armor of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil
day, and having done all, to stand.

Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of
righteousness;

And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace.

Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of
the wicked.

And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.

Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit and watching thereunto with all
perseverance and supplication for all saints.

In the same way, prayer is essential in this ongoing warfare. Pray hard and long. Pray for your
brothers and sisters. Keep your eyes open. Keep each other's spirits up so no one falls behind
or drops out.

And do not forget to pray for me. Pray that | will know what to say and have the courage to say
it atthe right time. Telling the mystery to one and all, the Message that |, jailbird preacher that |

am, am responsible for getting out.
The Scripture of Ephesians. 6;13-19. Translated into the original Greek.

Always take up and receive from the Lord the whole and full armor of God. That is all of it,
every manner of weaponry that is at your disposal, given to and made available to you by our
Great God.

This will allow you to become an overcomer, be a man of power and authority, so that you can
stand against, resist and oppose the forces of the enemy, that will rise up against you.



These forces are evil and can have a spiritual influence upon you, if you let them. They are
wicked and cause trouble in your lives, and as you do not allow fear to enter your life and you
stand upon the things of the Lord, you shall receive victory and stand and accomplish in the
authority that is available to you.

Stand therefore and bring about an overcoming spirit as you hold onto the word of the Lord.

This is a procreative power that is available to all believers as they gird up the truth of God's
word, by believing and speaking that which they believe.

The truth of God's word is like a breastplate to you where righteousness covers you, the
character of the Godhead flows over and in you and you are justified and sanctified by the
blood of the Lamb.

As you allow the Word of God to strengthen your spiritual legs and feet through your heart and
mind, you shall stand and be unmovable.

Be prepared and prepare yourself for warfare as the Gospel of peace is deposited in you, and
this Gospel, the Word of God, shall be like a shield in your life that will take charge over any
situation or circumstances and give you a new direction, cause you to become strong and
stand, as a passion and conviction for the things of the Lord and a reliance upon Christ begins to

envelope your life.

All of this will allow you to fight of any attack of the enemy and because of your faith in me, you
shall destroy all the attacks, extinguish them, bring them to naught, and this shall allow your life
to go into a different direction.

This will allow and cause boldness to enter your life and you shall be strengthened, encouraged
and go ina new direction in your walk with the Lord and you shall experience a freshness of the
Spirit in your mouth asyou realize that the heavenly language is actually a mighty weapon in
your life and confidence shall well up within you.

Make known and declare the things of the Lord so that God's authority will be revealed in your
life and what you speak and declare shall allow God's Word not to be a mystery or hidden
power to many people.

James. 4;7-8.
Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the Devil, and he will flee from you.

Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; and purify your
hearts, ye double minded. [ Man. ]

So let God work his will in you. Yell a loud no to the devil and watch him scamper.

Say a quiet yes to God and he will be there in no time. Quit dabbling in sin. Purify your inner
life.

He, the Lord bloweth, even by the wind of the Spirit the coals in the fire and increases the heat
as the Lord see’s the need, so as to change and alter either the steel or the person as the fire
and the heat and pressure is placed upon us.

And as the Lord proceeds to do his work, a command is sent out to go forth asthe implement
or instrument of war, even a weapon made by the Lord, a tool in our hand is molded, so that it
fits our hand and we are comfortable with it.

| have also created and dispatched the waster or destroyer that will try and bring decay and
corruption inour lives so as to be a spoiler in our life, and bind us up and prevent us having a
freedom in God, so as to break us and travail against us.

There is no weapon prepared or made whatsoever that is squeezed into shape, molded into any
type or form like the potter molds a vessel on the potter’s wheel.

Anything that rises up in opposition to you, whether it’s a tongue or any large instrument of
destruction or a evil speaker that can create a wedge in so many ways, shall not succeed.

Any judgement that opposes you, to try and create a verdict, a penalty or a charge of some
sort, shall be declared to be wrong, and you by the Word of the Lord, shall destroy that false
accusation.

For you have a Heritage that comes from God, an heirloom of authority and a heavenly
possession, for you are a servant of the Lord and belong to the Self Existing one, The Great |
Am. Jehovah.

The righteousness of the Lord is upon us so that we are justified and chosen, to be a mighty
servant of the Lord.

Man has become innocent, righteous and free in my eyes because of what | have done and
what | have shown unto him.

He has been condemned, damned and sentenced on our behalf and he, Christ, the anointed
one and Messiah was slain and died on our behalf and then rose again and became awake to

Any high thing or any creature, both
natural or spiritual shall not be able to separate, hold back or stop our love of God being
increased through Jesus Christ our Lord. The Great Master. The Messiah and the Supreme One
in Authority.

Pursue them, run after them and put them to flight. Hunt them and cut them down for you
shall surely overtake them, for you shall accomplish the task at hand, for you are a man of

might and a man of war that has the ability to reach them and cut the enemy down and recover

all that has been taken from you, for you shall overwhelm them. Defend your position. Rescue
your family members and recover all.

Judges. 7;16.

And he divided the three hundred men into three companies, and they put a trumpet in every
man’s hand, with empty pitchers, and lamps within the pitchers.

The Message Bible says.

He divided the 300 men into 3 companies. He gave each man a trumpet and an empty jar. He
said, Watch me, and do what | do. When | get to the edge of the camp, do exactly what | do.
When | and those with me blow the trumpets. You do the same in the name of God and
Gideon.

The Scripture of Judges. 7;16. Translated into the Original Hebrew.

And he Gideon, divided into three the men of war, as per the pattern of the heavenlies, but
they were unified in their actions as the multiplaced action of a man of God, to be the head at
this time for the army of the hosts of the Lord to produce a sound, even a cry of war as the
trumpet call of God was put into every man’s hand and spirit, and this gave them dominion
over the enemy that they faced.
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Along with the war cry, as though a trumpet was sounded, every man was given an empty
vessel, speaking of their own fleshly heart, mind and spirit as they trusted in the God of Gideon
for a victory.

They experienced an emptiness of self, even the thought of worthless attimes as they trusted
in the Lord in facing a huge adversary.

Along with the empty vessel that was given to the men of war, they also received a lamp,
something to shine brightly like a flame, even a blinding light like a firebrand that caused the
man of war to go deeper into their faith and trust in the Lord, and this caused confusion, and a
fear to come upon the enemy, when the light was exposed and the war cry given.

Psalm. 18;34-42.
He teacheth my hands to war, so that a bow of steel is broken in my arms.

Thou hast also given me the shield of thy salvation; and thy right hand hath holden me up, and
thy gentleness hath made me great.

Thou hast enlarged my steps under me, that my feet did not slip.

I have pursued mine enemies and overtaken them; neither did | turn again till they, were
consumed.

| have wounded them that they were not able to rise; they are fallen under my feet.

For thou hast girdered me with strength unto battle; thou hast subdued under me, those that
rose up against me.

Thou hast also given me the necks of mine enemies; that | might destroy them that hate me.
They cried, but there was none to save them; even unto the Lord, but he answered them not.

Then did | beat them small as the dust before the wind; | did cast them out as the dirt in the
streets.

The Message Bible says.

Is there any God like our God? Are we not at bedrock? Is not this the God who armed me, then
aimed me in the right direction?

Now | run like a deer; I am like the king of the mountain. He shows me how to fight; | can bend
a bronze bow!

You protect me with salvation-armor; you hold me up with a firm hand, you caress me with
your gentle ways.

You cleared the ground under me, so my footing was firm. When | chased my enemies, | caught
them; | didn’t let go till they were dead men.
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| nailed them; they were down for good; then | walked all over them.
You armed me well for this fight, you smashed the upstarts.

You made my enemies turn tail, and | wiped out the haters.

They cried, Uncle, but the Uncle did not come.

They yelled for God and got not answer.

| ground them to dust; they gusted in the wind. | threw them out, like garbage in the gutter.

The Scripture of Psalm. 18;34-42. Translated into the Original Hebrew.

He God, gives us the incentive, the skillfulness along with the instructions so that our heart
through our hands become hands of labor and power as strength flows into us for ministry so
that we are able to be as warriorsin God and fight the battles that come against us in war.

No matter what the size of the opposition is, the strength that we are givenin our arms causes
the forces that come against us to be broken and sink into nothing as the strength and mighty
power of our God is released within us.

The right hand of God has given me strength and power as | am held up, lifted up, as meekness,
mildness and divine humanity has made a mark upon me, so as to increase and bring inan
abundance of authority of my God, as he God, has broadened my regular steps so as to make
large the steps of my walk so that | do not become unsteady, waver, or shake as the support
base stops me from having a slide or slipping.

Through the Lord | have chased my enemies and overtaken them, cast them down and
destroyed them, even those that hate me, my adversaries and my enemies so that | have
attained my rightful position and taken hold of that rightful place in our God.

| did not look back from where | came from, nor consider my past, but allowed my restoration
to be complete as | trusted in the Lord, for | wanted my adversaries destroyed and brought to
death so asto complete the task of restoration and see those that come against me expired.

Through my God's authority and power | have been able to wound, crush, smash to pieces,
pierce through, subdue and destroy them so that they were overcome and have no power to
rise up again, so as to stir up old wounds and overcome me ever again.
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My God has allowed me to cast down all enemies, overthrow them and judge them in the Lord
and see them perish, subdued and surrender and be under my authority, under my feet, for you
God have upheld me, compassed me about with your spirit and the force and power of your
Spirit as a man of valor, strength and substance, even an army that causes me to become war
like in the preparation for fighting as | continually sense an oncoming preparation for fighting as
| continually sense an oncoming battle as the warrior man that | have been trained for becomes
accustomed to war and warfare.

You God have brought down and cast down, even smitten and placed under me all my enemies
that would rise up against me and try to subdue me and overcome me, even control me, for | in
God have crushed them, pierced through their armor and defenses and wounded them unto
death so that they were not able to have any power to overcome me again, nor prevail against
me, for | have been able to cause them not to prevail against me for | have been able to cause
them not to return and oppose me anymore as | cause them to become dead.

They are fallen greatly and cease to exist and shall not return because they are overwhelmed by
the power of my God and become dead as the authority that has been given to me overcomes
them and destroys them and they are trodden under my feet.

For you God have compass me about in you and uphold me and girded me up with strength and
power and caused me to become a man of valor, even a soldier of the Lord that has might and
power as | am turned into the army of the Lord that becomes accustomed to fighting as a
warrior of God in the battle for our souls in the warfare that we are walking in.

You, God, by your authority have brought down, smitten and subdued, overcome and
destroyed all those opposing forces that would rise up against me as an enemy, and cause
conflict, as they try to overcome me.

You have appointed to me and restored to me the necks of my enemies so that | may avenge
this stiff-necked hoard into submission. This includes all my enemies, my adversaries and
anyone that hates me, and | will consume them, destroy them and cause them to vanish
because they are the enemies of my God.

They will cry out loud, even shout as they try to be free, but there is nothing or nobody that will
be able to save them, defend them or deliver them from the hand of my God.
